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Acts 2:42-47 “...They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad 

and sincere hearts…” 

What is church? Is it a building? Is a set of rituals? Or is it something more? 

Only 9% of Australians attend church on a regular basis, although around 75% be-

lieve in God, and 50% believe in the divinity of Jesus, as cited in a recent survey. 

There seems to be a chasm between the institutional church and the people of Aus-

tralia. 

Meanwhile, there seems to be a growing spiritual interest among Australians. A 

friend recently returned from a visit to Australia and related a conversation he had 

with a young Australian man. He asked the young man what changes he had seen in 

Australia in recent years. The young man replied, òThe trainsñnow it is not unusual to 

see people reading a bible on the train.ó 

There are many spiritual seekers in Australia, 

but many will not come to a building for a 

church service. This is why we are planning to 

bring the church to the peopleñthrough commu-

nity service, home fellowship and bible study, 

and through spiritual conversations with those 

we meet on a daily basis.
